One of our teammates
discovered that we were not able to
stay after the meeting and sight-see, so
wisked us off in his car to see a nearby
monastery!

We had a wonderful experience,
and the next summer hosted
Francois, the son of the Bel-

gian couple who had been in the

Fatima team. Our team had a Ger-

man woman whose husband
was unable
to attend, a
couple from

Belgium, and
the remain-
der from

France. Nor-

mally you are assigned to a team with

members of your own language. God
had other plans, and it was a fabulous
experience! In Spain we were in an

English speaking team, but the couples

were from Trinidad, Ireland, England,

Australia and India.

The Fatima Gathering opened with a
flag ceremony in the Plaza, with the
members from each country falling in

line behind their Super Regional Cou-
ple. In was inspiring to see the coun-
tries, organized by continent and realize
the vastness of our Movement! There
were couples from Africa in magnificent
garments, couples from India in color-
ful saris, and a polyglot of languages
when we recited the Our Father. The
church universal was present, and it was
awesome! Masses are concelebrated by
hundreds of bishops and priests.

Each day there was a speaker, with the
“official” language changing everyday.
We had sit-downs in the plaza, candle- »
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light processions, and a fiesta the last
night. Memories to last a lifetime, and
that’s why you should go to Lourdes.
Unless the good Lord has other plans,
we will be there: in fact we have not
missed a Gathering since Fatima!

At the 2000 Gathering in Spain, one

of the highlights was the closing Mass.
Each person had been given an unlit
sparkler when enter the stadium for
Mass, and as the priests processed out
we lit them, one to the next, until the
whole stadium was sparkling, justas we
light the flame of God’s love in each oth-

er in our team and the larger Movement.

This topic was devel-
oped by the ERI as a pre-Lourdes study, but it has interest for everyone, whether you are
planning to attend the Gathering or not.

The material covers eight meetings and the chapter headings are

+ Mankind Wishes for Peace and Justice for the Whole Universe

+ The Universal Scope of Faith

+ Individual Vocation: “My Name is Written in Heaven”

+ The Call to Become a Couple: Awareness of the Conjugal Vocation
+ Our Individual Answer and Our Answer as a Couple

+ Welcoming the Other to Welcome the Lord

+ “Who do people say I am?” — “You are the Christ, the Son of God”

It was translated into English in Australia, and retranslated into American English by
the Super Regional Team! Each chapter is laid out with several pages of study material;
quotes from contemporary individuals; scripture; questions for the individual and the
couple (good sit-down topics!); and questions for the team. If you have used piloting
material lately you will recognize the format as similar, and the printing also uses the
coil binding which allows for the book to stay open and remain flat when needed.

The Team Meeting, Part II1

by Ted & Eileen Kosnik
Super Regional Couple

uring our continuing

study of the Monthly

Meeting we have dis-

cussed the meal through
Deep Pooling in Part 1, the Endeavors
in Part 2, and we will conclude with the
Study Topic and Discussion session of
the meeting in Part 3.

The decision about a study topic is
always a difficult one. In some teams
each couple will come to a special
meeting with a suggestion, in others
one couple will be assigned to research
the options. Your team may have yet
another method. It may surprise you
learn that it is easier in other countries!
They simply use the material developed
by the Movement. This year we are
encouraging teams to use the material
developed by the ERI, called “Who Do
They Say I Am?” (See details about this
material on page 4).

Whatever your choice regarding the
topic, there is a reason that Teams has
developed the method for its use! Dur-
ing piloting you were instructed to read
the material independently, and when
your spouse had done the same, to set
aside time to exchange answers and dis-
cuss them. This was, and continues to
be, sound advice!

In most couples there is normally a
“talker” and a “non-talker.” By writing
your answers you open your thoughts

to your spouse without the verbal
dominance. By setting aside time to
talk about your answers you will not be
surprised by your spouse at the meeting,
and you will deepen your knowledge of
your partner.

After the answers are shared among the
spouses they need to be sent to the dis-
cussion leader! Why? For many of the
same reasons listed above! It avoids any
unwelcome surprises during the meet-
ing and allows the discussion couple an
opportunity to be prepared for the di-
rection of the discussion. If a question
of theology or church teaching arises,
and your chaplain in not always present
at the meeting, it allows for consulta-
tion before the meeting.

It also allows the couples in the team to
better know and understand each other
as each will have a turn as discussion
leader, and therefore read all the an-
swers prior to the meeting. Often only
a fraction of the answers are discussed
during the meeting. The discussion
leader will have the benefit of reading
everything!

Written answers should be returned to
each person prior to the beginning of
the discussion period, and should not
be read at the meeting. It is often good
to start this part of the meeting by ask-
ing a general question, such as: did
something in this chapter catch your
attention? Did you learn something
new in this chapter? Does anyone have
something to share about this topic
which was not covered by a question?

If you are discussion leader and feel
that a teammate has a particularly good
answer, which they have not chosen to
share, you might invite the sharing of
that answer, but never press for it to be
shared. We must respect the right to
privacy! It is also not the time to ask
the spiritual counselor to preach. Asa
member of the team he/she is encour-
aged to share on the topic, and present
expertise if needed.

The primary job of the discussion
couple is to prevent one person from
dominating the meeting, and encourag-
ing everyone to share. When discussion
is finished on one question move to the
next. If the discussion gets too long,
suggest that the meeting be closed, and
those wishing to stay and continue talk-
ing could do so. That helps couples
who have a baby sitter escape a hefty

sitter tab because two people wanted to

have a lengthy discussion. This part of
the meeting should last about an hour.

Each part of the meeting, the meal,
prayer and study topic deserve to be
treated as special. No part of the meet-
ing should be sacrificed to the other un-
less a very rare emergency presents itself.

The essence of Catholic faith is com-
munity. Loving groups gather to praise
and thank the Lord ... we are the do-
mestic church!e



IN MEMORY

Jane Held, 1956 - 2005

ur beloved friend, Jane Held, was called home to
O heaven on Saturday, August 13, 2005. Fr. Michael

McLoughlin gave the homily at her funeral and
he began by telling a story. The point of the story was that
sometimes words fall short of fully conveying a message. Fa-
ther felt that words were inadequate to describe Jane and the
incredible, beautiful person
she was, as well as the ef-
fect she had on so many
people. We feel the same
way now, but truthfully,
Fr. Michael did an excel-
lent job. He simply used
individual words that, once
elaborated on, told the
story of our friend, Jane.
Here are a few:

Marriage: Who can
think of Jane without au-
tomatically thinking of
Rich? Those of us in War-
wick 1 can testify to the many times we have learned from
them, and been inspired by their commitment to each other.
When a new sector for TOOL was being created, Jane and
Rich volunteered — before being asked - to take on the role
of Sector Couple. As busy as they were, they saw the benefit
of belonging to Teams and wanted to go the extra mile for
other couples.

Family: One memory of Jane is seeing her family in Mass
and a little one’s head resting on Jane’s arm. Any stranger
could tell that she and Rich had a beautiful, close family. It
was not unusual for us to ask Jane’s parenting advice; we so
admired her as a mother. Jane had a gentle way of looking at
things and, even when parenting was difficult, always man-
aged to see things — and encourage us to see things — from
the child’s point of view. She also helped us to see positive
aspects of situations that might otherwise be seen as only
negative.

Faith: Before getting sick, Jane was a pillar of faith - a quiet
example of what it means to truly live a Christ-centered life.
With all the suffering she then underwent, anyone would
understand if her faith wavered, if she questioned her beliefs.
But that did not happen. She continued to pray, attend
Mass, administer the Eucharist, and participate to the best
of her ability in the life of
the Church and our Team
as though nothing would

. get in her way.

Life: As Catholics, we be-
lieve in “the dignity of hu-
man life from conception

to natural death.” No one
exemplified this belief bet-
ter than Jane. In our par-
ish, one of the names most
associated with the Right-
to-Life movement was Jane
Held. Each year she could
be found on Route 211 in
Middletown as part of the life chain. She marched in Wash-
ington to protest Roe v. Wade. She fought for the unborn
because they couldn’t fight for themselves. And these past
two years, she fought for another life — for her own. Her
mother described the look of fight and determination in her
eyes after one of the surgeries when Jane was in intensive care

and couldn’t speak. To the very end, Jane lived a life of dignity.

The list of words could go on. But the one we’d like to close
with is “legacy.” Let us ask ourselves: Is there one small
part of Jane’s life that has touched me, can inspire me to do
a little better? Maybe, through you and me, even from heav-
en, Jane can continue to make a difference — for the unborn,
a parent/child relationship, the Church, Teams of Our Lady,
or a cancer patient.

Jane, until we meet again, may God hold you in the palm of
His hand.

Our first
ton diocese, addvesses the teams. speaker was Christopher West who has written extensively on
Pope John Paul’s Theology of the Body. This Theology was
taken from the Pope’s 129 general audience addresses between 1979 and
1984 in an attempt to explain the divine mystery revealed in the human
body.
